sculpted limestone geology, it is suffused with Ireland's richest 
flora and fauna, hosting species from Arctic, Alpine and Medi-
terranean climes. This wonderful natural heritage is further 
enhanced by the presence of over six thousand years of cultural 
heritage, a remarkable legacy in stone. 

The Burren represents many things to many people – a home 
place and a resource of inestimable value for the communities 
who dwell here, a unique national treasure for the people of Ire-
land, and a landscape of enormous cultural significance to all 
who value mankind’s rich heritage.

People have lived and farmed in the Burren for over six 
thousand years and are very much part of the fabric of this 
landscape. Developing sustainable land use practices for the 
Burren, and raising awareness of the region through education 
and information provision are critical in sustaining these com-
munities and their special place.
